I have been thinking carefully over your letter 
and your paper . The project as a whole seems to me very 
interesting and important .

I do not know of any other society in this country 
tb..at 't·rould be apt to consider the publication of such a 
work unless the American Philological Association could be 
interested . 

I do not think I can advise you to publish the 
paper you submitted in its present form . It would gain a 
good deal from condensation . There is always trouble when 
one reads a paper and aftBrvrards prints it . The two presen­
tations really require considerable difference in for m and 
just the qualities that make the oral _presentation charming 
should be excluded from the printed version . I am accordingly 
returning your paper which would be rather long for h~NGUAGE . 
Furthermore, it is only a fraction of the subject which, as 
you realize , needs to be considered as a whole .
