§erbél abuse on the Soviet "“imperialists" and played up
world communist opposition to the intervention. The
statement took an almost favorable--for the Chinese--
view of the Dubcek.rggime,'sayipg that their "crimes" wexe
"far surpassed"by those of the Soviets '

5. The whereabou&s of the top Soviet leaders is still
unknown, as is the identity of the Soviet cfficials who are
'reportedly nggqtiatipg with Czechoslovak leaders in Prague,
The Soviet propaganda media are continuing to attempt to
justify the occupation of Czechoslovakia, but are giving no
hint of Sov%et.plans for the re-ofganigation of the countxy's
party and.gdvefnment leaderships. An editorial in this
